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Q.  What happens with the pews in the old church? 

A.   Weõre having discussions about the pews.  Families who 

donated the pews will have the option of taking their 

pews or the name plates.  The pews that are left will be 

offered to AUMC members for purchase. 

 

Q.  What happens with the altar table, banners and cross in 

the old church? 

A. The communion table, banners, baptismal font, stained 

glass and flower stands from the old building will be 

saved for future use. We are in the process of receiving 

guidance from an architectural glass company to help us 

best determine how they can be used to complement our 

new building. 

 

Q.  What will happen with the old sanctuary cross and why 

isnõt there one in the new sanctuary? 

A.     At the moment there are three crosses in the new sanc-

tuary. There is not a cross in the center of the chancel 

area because the building committee elected to go with a 

center screen for a variety of reasons. 

 

Q.  When can our small group start meeting at the new 

church? 

A. Possibly late summerñearly Fall.  Most of those classes/

groups will meet in the portable buildings outside our 

foyer and education wing doors.  Weõre still working with 

the City of Denton to have our portable buildings in-

stalled.   

 

Q.  Why couldnõt we use the portable buildings at the old 

church site? 

A.    Those portables were actually loaned to us by the United 

Methodist Church.  Our agreement was that we would 

pass them along to another UMC that needed them. 

 

Q.  Whoõs going to be using the portable buildings at the 

new church and when will they be ready? 

A. Adult Sunday school classes, adult weekday classes, 

youth Sunday school classes, youth weekday groups, and 

one will be used 

for storage.
