Although Jennifer and I have come to 
lament most, if not all, of the contributions 
we made toward our investment accounts 
this past year, we still have much to be 
thankful for.  Despite losing more than half 

of our net worth, we are blessed to have our 
home, our marriage, our family, our health 
(notwithstanding the curious case of 
pneumonia that I am trying to recover from) 
and our jobs.  Unfortunately, there are 
many in our church and in our community 
who can’t say this, and for those of you who 
have suffered such great losses this year…
you are in my prayers. 
 
In light of all this, please know that your 
God and your church are here for you.  
Thankfully, the doctors, the counselors, the 
lawyers (sorry…Jennifer) and the economists 
don’t have the last word.  God does…and 
God is not finished yet. 
 
As we make preparations to celebrate the 
resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ in our new church home this Easter, 
let us also take time to prayerfully begin the 
process of putting our “spiritual houses” 
back in order.   
 
Although there are some investments that 
Jennifer and I have come to regret, we have 
no regrets regarding the investments we 
have made in our church and in our 
spiritual lives…for those are investments that 
neither moth nor rust can destroy!

Grace and peace to you through Je-
sus Christ our Lord!  As I write this 
article, we are in the middle of Febru-
ary but it feels like we are in the mid-
dle of spring!  The weather is glorious 
outside.  The birds have been singing 
all day and spring flowers are at-
tempting to unearth themselves from 
the cold ground.

tiful metaphors for the season of Lent.  The season derives its 
name from the Anglo-Saxon word Lenten, which means

Are you ready for a fresh start? 
No, I’m not talking more New 
Years Resolutions. I don’t mean 
a new job or house or car, 
though I sure like mine. What I 
am offering you, dear reader, is 
a chance to start fresh with 
church. Many of you have re-
committed yourselves to being 

better Christians in 2009. You’ve tried to be more consistent 
in prayer, in Bible reading, and in treating the difficult people 
in your life in a more loving way. But there are still many of 
you who know you don’t receive from the church what you 
want and need. TRUTH: You will get out of church what you 
put in (plus more thanks to God’s version of mathematics). 
 
In just a few weeks, we will move into a brand new, beautiful, 
state-of-the-art church building on Fort Worth Drive in north 
Argyle. There will be a unique buzz in that building that will 
probably last for a few months.

Ever wonder why a church of 750+ members typically aver-
ages less than 500 in worship attendance from week to week.

I propose that we, as 
a church, have much more potential for Kingdom things than 
we could even imagine. And we will only start to realize this 
potential when God’s people, called to live in community at 
Argyle UMC, make a commitment to showing up, getting 
involved, serving one another, and growing together as the 
body of Christ is called to do. 
 
Here are some things you can do that 
will make a difference: 

Make a commitment to attend church at least 3 week-
ends each month, even if it means you get less sleep than 
you’d like on Saturday night.

Consider your offering to be more than the check you put 
in the plate. Your time is also very valuable and there are 
many opportunities for you to volunteer around the church 
and around the community.

Keep your friends, your kids, your parents and your 
spouses accountable. There is something very cool about 
attending church as a family. Also, parents, your kids see 
every decision you make regarding church and it makes 
a difference. 

 
Later this month, with the grand opening of our new building, 
you all have the chance for a fresh start – a new beginning 
for our church and for the people of Argyle UMC. I pray you 
will join my family in embracing the challenge and diving in 
headfirst to an experience with God through His local church 
in Argyle.

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LOVE CAN’T ALWAYS BE DESCRIBED in three dimen-
sions or measured in feet and inches.  However, Jim Heath 
and his son and daughter-in-law, John and Nellyne Heath, 
have done a great job of honoring their late wife and mother, 
Norma, by commissioning and donating a hand-carved lime-
stone fountain in the courtyard of the new Argyle United 
Methodist Church complex being built on Highway 377 be-
tween Denton and Argyle.  

 
It was appropriate that her memorial 
be part of the new church campus 
because Jim and Norma spent so 
much time for so many years involved 
in the historic old church that first 
opened its doors in 1894.  Jim’s aunt, 
Jackie Brooks, brought Jim to Argyle 
UMC when he was six years old, and 
he’s been a vital part of that congre-
gation since then. Norma trained the 
first acolytes the church ever had. She 
was also an alto in the choir.  “She 

lived for that choir,” Jim recalls today, “and she even bought 
choir robes for everyone back in the eighties.”  One of her 
last wishes before she passed away in 1991 was that the top 
row of the choir loft be raised 6” higher than the row below 
so that all the choir members could be seen by the congrega-
tion.  Jim made it happen.   
   
The sculpture located in the new complex is entitled The Tree  

 
 

 
 
of Life. It consists of a circular pool from which rises a 
carved tree trunk spreading entwined leafy limbs outward, 
forming a carved basin from which a water spout rises, and 
gushing water descends from niches on four sides into the 
pool below. 
  
Dallas sculptor Harold Clayton worked off and on for about a 
year to carve the fountain out of Luders limestone. Luders is a 
town in central Texas with some of the finest limestone in the 
world. It occurs in formations that extend for miles, but only 
14-16 inches thick. Clayton created the pool at the base of 
the fountain from two pieces of limestone fitted together. The 
tree trunk rising out of the pool consists of two smaller pieces 
of limestone attached one on top of the other, while the basin 
was carved from one large piece of limestone. The pieces of 
raw limestone Clayton started with weighed some 6,000 
pounds—that’s three tons. However, by the time he had 
carved out the center for the fountain apparatus to be in-
stalled, and had shaped the remainder of the sculpture, the 
limestone fountain weighs today only about 500 pounds.  
 
Clayton scattered Christian symbols liberally throughout the 
branches of the carved tree. Fish swim among the leaves of 
grass carved at the bottom of the tree-trunk stem of the foun-
tain. They were among the most popular symbols of early 
Christians since the phrase “Jesus Christ, Son of God, Savior” 
written in Greek became “Iesus Christos, Theou Yios, Soter”, 
and the first letters of each word spelled “ICHTHYS”, the 
Greek word for fish. 
 
There are also doves among the leaves (symbol of the Holy 
Ghost), and owls (symbols of Christ who searches through the 
darkness of sin to find the souls He saves). Clayton added 
butterflies (which emerge to soar in the breeze from appar-
ently lifeless cocoons), scarabs (the beetle so popular in an-
cient Egypt as a symbol of regeneration and added by the 
Christians, resurrection).  
 
Other symbols are more obscure. There are eggs, also sym-
bols of birth and rebirth, and even three nails positioned to-
gether to symbolize Jesus’ crucifixion. There is also ubiquitous 
quatrefoil used throughout the architecture of Gothic cathe-
drals. A quatrefoil looks like four “C”s all turned toward each 
other and joined, representing the apostles. 
 
This beautiful new fountain is at the main entrance of the new 
church complex.

Children and Lent  
"For where your treasure is, there 

will your heart be also."  
(Matthew 6:21, NRSV) 

 
Every family has at least two kinds 
of treasures. One is money and 
another is time. During the forty 
days of Lent from Ash Wednesday 
(February 25th) to Easter (April 12th), 

take the time each day to share regular family devotions with 
your children. That will be "valuable" time. Also, plan a spe-
cial family offering with them.  
 
There is a tradition during the forty days of Lent for Christians 
to "give up" something. Families have chosen a wide variety 
of things: from television viewing (a time commitment) to 
chocolate (a money and health commitment). A distraction is 
set intentionally aside so that one's attention is on our rela-
tionship with Christ. Money is set aside for a purpose that 
brings higher satisfaction.  
 
For instance, your family may choose to do without a weekly 
visit to a fast food restaurant. A simple meal at home can 
become a special meal. Have each member of the family 
participate in some way. Talk together about the amount of 
money that was saved by eating the simple meal at home. 
Then place the savings in a jar or other container, perhaps 
one the kids have decorated for this purpose.  Plan a brief, 
age-appropriate devotional that connects the simple meal to 
the Lenten theme. A good online resource for a weekly family 
Lenten study is found at www.gbod.org/ministeries/family/
articles.asp?item id+46014.

Hope seems to be a popular word 
today. I hear it used in many circles 
almost as if it is a new concept—that 
we as a people can be hopeful again 
or that some new government or eco-
nomic plan is going to give us hope. I 
understand that things are not going 
very well in our world right now. I am 
also reminded that as followers of 
Christ, our hope is placed on some-
thing very different than the hope I 

hear our media referring to.  
 
I am reminded of the words of the psalmist in Psalm 130, 
verse 7. “O Israel, put your hope in the Lord, for with the Lord 
is unfailing love and with him is full redemption”. These are 
words that the people of Israel would repeat and sing as a 
reminder of where they needed to place their hope.  
 
These people—just like us today—would fight the temptation 
to place their hope in the things of the world. They were ex-
posed to the false hope of other gods, that some said would 
provide for them. They faced a world just like you and I that 
offered something separate from the Kingdom of God that 
would give them life, opportunity and hope. It was a lie then 
and it is a lie today. 
 
The words of this Psalm remind me of two important truths 
about God and why we can put our hope in him and him 
alone. God’s love is unfailing. One of the reasons we are 
hearing the word hope so much today is because of the fail-
ure of so many things. The things of this world will ultimately 
disappoint you and let you down. God’s love is unfailing and 
he is faithful. 
 
Secondly, he offers full redemption. Only God can take what 
is broken and make it right. God is in the business of restor-
ing all that is wrong in our world. Ultimately this is done 
through his son Christ Jesus.  
 
I believe we can be hopeful for a change in our country. We 
can and should support key leaders and officials who are 
working to better our situation. This psalm reminds me to be 
mindful of where I am placing my hope.  
 
The writer in Hebrews says that our hope in Christ serves as 
an anchor. I like the imagery of that. In this time of uncer-
tainty and rough waters, let’s be a people who are anchored 

to the hope of Christ. That kind of faith will stand out in a 
time when our world needs to see hope.
